How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6). Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).

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Sin Should Scare Us To Death

The idiom “scared me to death” is surely as old as America, if not older.  Likely, all of us have used it (and likely more than once) in our lives.  It is, of course, used merely in a figurative sense.  However, when it comes to sin, spiritually speaking, we really should be “scared to death.”

Paul wrote to those of Rome, “Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?  Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life” (Romans 6:3, 4).  Only one who is “dead” is to be “buried.”  In this case the one “buried” (baptized) has “died” to sin. To the Colossians this same Paul penned, “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God.  Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth.  For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God” (Colossians 3:1-3).  And, to the Galatians he wrote, “I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me” (Galatians 2:20).  The common denominator of each of these is that those who are followers of (alive in) Christ are “dead” to sin.

Sin separates from God (Isaiah 59:1, 2).  It is the transgression of God’s will (I John 3:4).  It causes one to walk in darkness (I John 1:6).  It defiles “the temple of God,” resulting in destruction from Him (I Corinthians 3:17).  He is to be feared who has the power to cast one into the depths of hell (Matthew 10:28).
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Since sin is so destructive and devastating to man, it should “scare us to death.”  That is, it should frighten us to the point that we “die” to sin (cf. Romans 6:2).  It should cause us, through repentance, to put to death that old man of
sin (Ephesians 4:22; Colossians 
3:9). In order to live for Him,
we must die to self (Galatians 
2:20; cf. Luke 14:26).  Being 
dead to self and sin, we must
then be “buried” (baptized into 
Christ).  It is only then that 
we can live in and for Him
(Romans 6:4; Galatians 2:30). 
It is only then, as we live for
Him and walk faithfully in the 

light of  His Word (I John 1:7)
that we  have no fear of sin
(Romans  6:7).  If you are not 
a Christian, sin should “scare 
you to death.”  If not, it will 
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
