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Ascending the Highest Peak

Mount Everest is considered by many to be the most hostile climate for human life on the planet.  The average temperature at the peak is -33 degrees Fahrenheit.  It never gets above 
-2 degrees.  The winds can reach up to 177 mph.  The lack of oxygen prevents a person from staying for long periods of time unless he or she brings oxygen.  Above 26,000 feet is an area called “The Kill Zone.”  Most who perish on the mountain have died near or at the top.  Over two hundred people have died on the mountain.  This number includes experienced guides who had led climbers to the top.  Why do they climb?  Why do they seek to reach the highest peak on earth?  There is no road to the top.  There are only harsh and treacherous paths.  And each path is littered with bodies. 

The pathway to climb up higher and to draw near to God could not be built by just any man.  It could only be built by Jesus Christ.  He is the [only] way, the [only] truth, and the [only] life.  No one can draw near to God except through Him (John 14:6). 

This pathway to the highest peak, to heaven itself, was built at a price far too great for sinners.  It required the most noble, most caring, most self-sacrificing and most loving man who ever lived to build the pathway to the highest peak ~ to God in heaven.  Peter wrote, “For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit” (1 Peter 3:18, emphasis added, sv).  
Because the pathway to Heaven has been made, the writer of Hebrews said: 

Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, and having a High Priest over the house of God, let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.  Hebrews 10:19-22 

What if there was a guide who actually lived on the peak of Mt. Everest?  Do you believe that he would be the most popular, most sought after guide for those who wanted to climb the mountain? 

Jesus first descended from heaven (John 6:33).  He has also ascended back to heaven and is residing there (Acts 2:30-36).  And He is coming again to carry those who follow Him to His home in heaven (John 14:3).  He is the only guide who can lead you to heaven (Acts 4:12). 

Let Jesus be your guide to the highest peak.  “In My Father's house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you.  I go to prepare a place for you.  And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also” (John 14:2-3).
