Every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord (Philippians 2:11).  The only question is when.  To confess it now means salvation; to wait to confess it on the Day of Judgment will mean condemnation (Matthew 7:21).  To confess Christ as Lord ~ and to have Him as our Savior ~ means to trust and obey Him: believing in Him (Acts 16:30-31), turning from sin in repentance to follow Him (II Corinthians 7:9-10), confessing Him before men (Romans 10:9-10), and being immersed in His name for the forgiveness of our sins (Acts 2:38).  Confessing Christ as Lord also requires that we continue to follow Him faithfully (Luke 6:46).
