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This Do In Remembrance of Me

Just hours before our Lord was crucified, He met with his disciples in an upper room in Jerusalem to observe the Passover supper.  This was the fourth and final Passover Jesus commemorated after beginning his ministry, the first and last at the beginning and end of his ministry.  The last one has been called “The Last Supper” because it was the last one Jesus observed, and it was replaced by the Lord’s Supper, which Jesus instituted

on the same occasion (Luke 22:14-20).
When the assembly worship is discussed among Christians, the Lord’s Supper often is suggested as being the central focus.  Jesus had said, “Do this in remembrance of Me” (Luke 22:19).  First century Christians “came together to break bread” (Acts 20:7). This emphasis is not to diminish the significance of the other aspects of worship. Singing, prayer, preaching and giving are commanded and exemplified in scripture, but

not the stated purpose of coming together on the Lord’s day.  The Lord’s Supper did not grow out of the synagogue worship.  It was new and different, and it came from the Lord himself.  It is grounded in Jesus Christ, the promised Redeemer and Savior.  We focus on Him in its observance.  His death, resurrection, his ongoing presence in the church and his second coming are proclaimed every time we partake.
It is the church that partakes of the Lord’s Supper, and it has no significance to anyone else.  It is only for those in the kingdom (Matthew 26:29).  Paul described the Lord’s Supper as a communion in which the church participates (1 Corinthians 10:16-17).  The word communion means “fellowship” or “sharing.”  The root meaning of the word is “that which is shared in common by a particular group.”  The Lord’s Supper is the

communion, participation, or fellowship of the Lord’s people in a covenant meal.  The communion is not only with the Lord, but with other Christians.
Though worship is personal and individual, it also is a time of sharing and communion with those of like precious faith.  May this brief emphasis on the Lord’s Supper be a reminder of the importance of being present when it is observed, and of observing it in a manner that pleases the Lord.  However, let us never slight the other aspects of worship by tardiness or lack of participation.  Neglecting or minimizing any part of the worship does not please God.
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
