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Chasing Imaginary Creatures

If you have had access to any public information outlet at all, no doubt you have heard of the Pokémon GO craze currently sweeping the nation.  Pokémon GO, officially described as “a multi-player, location based, augmented reality Pokémon game for iOS and Android” (Whew!).  Basically, it is a game played by individuals or teams in which ones’ phone is used to find and capture Pokémon characters by walking around in the real world.  When a Pokémon character is close, the phone vibrates and then can be “captured.”  The cartoon characters are, of course, imaginary creatures. 
Although there are some benefits to the game (such as physical exercise from walking around to find the characters), there have also been many problems that have arisen from it.  Perhaps most common among the complaints is trespassing on private property. However, more serious matters have also arisen.  For example, on August 2nd, an Arizona couple was arrested for abandoning their two-year old child in the sweltering heat for some 90 minutes while searching for these characters on their phones.  When the father was contacted by phone by a deputy to tell him his child was wandering around alone in the yard, the father replied, “Whatever,” and hung up. 
For many of us (I am assuming I’m not the only one), the idea of adults (especially) walking around, with phones in hands, oblivious to the world about them while chasing imaginary creatures is rather strange.  Such simply has no appeal to me.  However, as strange as this may sound, there are actually more of us involved in this scenario than the ones playing Pokémon GO.  Actually, the vast majority is busy chasing “imaginary creatures.”  That is, they are busily engaged in the pursuit of things they assume will bring happiness and fulfillment when, in actuality, such will not be the result at all. Perhaps the earliest and most famous “Pokémon GO player” was Solomon.  You can read of his chasing “imaginary creatures” in the book of Ecclesiastes.  His conclusion about such pursuits: “Vanity of vanities, saith the preacher; all is vanity” (Eccl. 1:2; 12:8).  In the much more serious game of life, ask yourself the question:  Am I engaged in the pursuit of imaginary creatures?  Hear Solomon again as he concludes his thoughts: “Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter:  Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man” (Eccl. 12:13).  What are you chasing?
