How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith will produce a good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge” (Proverbs 1:7).  Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).

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Can You Meet Your Father’s Eyes?

As a small child I learned very early to fear the words “Look me in the eye.”  Any time a parent, grandparent, teacher or other adult uttered these words (directed to me), I knew I was in trouble!  I wasn’t very old before I understood that these words constituted a challenge to the truthfulness of whatever I was saying.  Their implication was clear:  “If you’re telling the truth, you can look me in the eye without any fear; but if you’re not (being honest with me), you won’t meet my gaze.”  About 99.99% of the time, that implication was right:  I never did become a convincing liar, nor did I ever get very good at “side-stepping” the facts.  Therefore, the command to “Look me in the eye” struck terror in my heart!

Honesty really IS the best policy in life; the honest person never has to worry about “keeping his stories straight” nor does he struggle to remember which lie he told to whom.  The honest person sleeps peacefully, for he has no reason to fear someone “finding him out.”  Truthfulness is a behavior trait God expects of His people, without exception or apology (Jesus taught, “But let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ ‘No.’  For whatever is more than these is from the evil one”- Matthew 5:37).  No word of approval or commendation is ever attached to a lie or deception in the scripture.  In Proverbs 6:17, a “lying tongue” is one of the things God finds abominable.  Can any of us even imagine Jesus telling a lie?  How about a “half-truth” (which is really a WHOLE lie!), or simply “omitting key details?”  The apostle Peter tells us there was no “deceit found in His mouth” (1 Peter 2:22).  The word for “deceit” literally means bait, something used to entice an unwary victim into a dangerous situation.  The word Peter used for “found” indicates that no trace of deceit could be found, that there wasn't even a hint of it in Him.  Think about this:  If a lie is something meant to snare someone else (whether it is told to protect the liar or to harm the victim is irrelevant), then the liar - at least potentially - becomes the instrument of that person’s destruction!  Jesus tells us plainly in John 8:44 that a dishonest person has more kinship with the devil than with the heavenly Father!  John shows us what kind of “companionship” a liar can expect in eternity, in Revelation 21:8.

How many of us would admit, however, to being liars?  Although a surprising number of independent studies have demonstrated in recent years that “honesty” has become a rather “flexible” standard for most Americans, very few of us (even in the church!) will admit to dishonesty in our own lives. This self-deception may be the greatest lie of our lives! Joseph Goebbels, the chief propagandist for Hitler’s Germany supposedly claimed that “if you shout a lie long enough and loudly enough, people will believe it and it becomes the truth.”  There is a grain of truth in this claim, for this is essentially what many of us do to ourselves day by day:  We choose to ignore the “little” lies and dishonesties we perpetrate, and rewrite our memories to please ourselves.  If “nobody but me knows,” we reason, “what difference does it make?”

The difference is in our ability to “look God in the eye.”  Even though we cannot now see Him as He is (we shall in the last day, however, according to 1 John 3:2), HE nevertheless sees us, and knows all that we think, say, and do.  Like the parent who already knows the child’s misdeed, our heavenly Father challenges us to “look Him in the eye” and tell ourselves the truth about our condition before Him!  Can you meet your Father’s eyes?
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
