Twenty-two year-old graffiti tagger Joshua Vasquez thought he had found the perfect place to leave his mark when he came to a glass door at a local aquatic center in Los Angeles.  What he did not know was that behind the reflective surface were 100 Los Angeles County sheriff’s deputies in a meeting about chasing suspects.  They didn’t get to use their new training, however, since when 40 deputies crammed through the doorway to get him, Vasquez tripped over his over feet and fell, and was easily arrested.  
We can laugh at the foolish young man, but many make similar mistakes.  We post online things we think no one will see; we make remarks about others, thinking they won’t hear; we act in the darkness thinking it will never come to light.  But Jesus said, in Luke 8:17, “For nothing is secret that will not be revealed, nor anything hidden that will not be known and come to light.”
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
