Whatever or whoever President Lincoln may have had within his thoughts, the response he chose to give this man was exactly what was needed. 
Let us ask ourselves:  Do we have hate for those we consider to be our enemies?  Do we “hate” our employer, supervisor or a co-worker?  Do we “hate” those who have done us some wrong?  Do we “hate” a brother or sister in Christ that may have slighted us in some way?  Do we “hate” the individual who said something negative about us?  Or, do we have “hate” for everyone who does not reach our expectations?  Any one of these “hate-filled” issues can and will negatively affect our spiritual life.  Consider the com-mand of Luke 6:27-33, with my emphasis added: 
But I say unto you which hear, Love your enemies, do good to them which hate you, bless them that curse you, and pray for them which despitefully use you.  And unto him that smiteth thee on the one cheek offer also the other; and him that taketh away thy cloke forbid not to take thy coat also.  Give to every man that asketh of thee; and of him that taketh away thy goods ask them not again.  And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to them likewise.  For if ye love them which love you, what thank have ye?  For sinners also love those that love them.  And if ye do good to them which do good to you, what thank have ye?  For sinners also do even the same. 
If our heart is full of love then there will be no room for hate.  And if our heart is full of hate then there is no room for love!  Love or hate - it is really up to you!

This story is allegedly credited to President Abraham Lincoln.  It is a story that expresses great wisdom from which we can all benefit.  During the course of the Civil War, many people of the northern states believed that President Lincoln was becoming “too caring” toward the people of the South.  In private, many people spoke unkindly concerning him but few were willing to do so publicly. 
There came a day when President Lincoln was to present a public speech concerning the status of the war.  It would be on this day that one man would express his true beliefs.  President Lincoln made an encouraging and caring discourse concerning the status of the war that plagued our nation.  At the conclusion of his speech, the custom was, as it is now, for the president to entertain questions and/or comments from the audience.  This gave the man the opportunity to speak.  He said something to the effect that, “I hate the enemy with every fiber of my being.  I hate who they are and what they stand for.  I cannot help that I hate them so much, but hate them I do, and you should hate them as much as I do!” 
The president paused for a very long moment as he considered the man and his words. Then, President Lincoln replied with a question, “Do you want to get rid of all the hate you have?”  The man thought and cautiously replied, “Yes.”  Then, President Lincoln gently said, “Make your enemy your friend and you will remove all your hate!” 

President Lincoln, a man known to regularly study his Bible, may have considered the wisdom and words of Jesus recorded in Matthew 5:43-48:  Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy.  But I say unto you, love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you; that ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.  For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye?  Do not even the publicans the same?  And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others? Do not even the publicans so?  Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect. 
Or maybe Lincoln was thinking on the inspired words of Paul as recorded in Romans 12:18-21:  If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men.  Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord.  Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head. Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.
