How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6). 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A Squash or an Oak?

James A. Garfield noted, “When God wants to grow a squash, He grows it in one summer; but when he wants to grow an oak, He takes a century.” Personally, I like squash.  As a teenager, I could eat it as fast as my mother could fry it.  It was delicious.  However, I don’t want to be a squash.  Squash vines can be pulled up easily and stomped down quickly.  They are here in summer and gone in the fall.  I want to be more enduring and grounded than that.  I want to be an oak.  I want deep roots and rugged strength.  I want steady growth through multiple seasons.”  

President Garfield’s point is well made, isn’t it?  You can’t grow oak trees or men quickly.  It takes time to grow things that endure.

Understanding this, we need to be patient with people and give them time to develop.  For sure we should be patient with children and new Christians.  It will take time for them to reach maturity.  However, if they desire to grow, they will eventually get there (I Peter 2:2; II Peter 3:18; II Timothy 2:15). With time, they will go from children tossed to and fro by every wind of doctrine to men who cannot be moved (Ephesians 4:14-16; Psalm 16:8; 21:7; 46:5; 55:22; 62:6).

As elders, preachers, Bible school teachers, and parents, our goal is to help the young to grow into mighty oaks spiritually.  In order to do this, we must feed them a balanced diet of God’s word (I Timothy 6:3; II Timothy 1:3).

Are we presently producing squash or oaks?  For sure, time will tell.  Let’s do all that we can to pass the test of time.
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
