How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6). (David speaking of God)  Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits, who forgives all your iniquity, who heals all your diseases, who redeems your life from the pit, who crowns you with steadfast love and mercy, who satisfies you with good so that your youth is renewed like the eagles.

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Six times, in the few words above, David speaks of the “Benefits” 
the faithful receive from our God.  Let’s look at these words to
understand these great benefits of God a little better:

Forgives:  to cease to feel resentment against; pardon; 
or to grant relief from payment.

Heals:  to make sound or whole; to cause an 
undesirable condition to be overcome.

Redeems:  to buy back; to free from 
what distresses or harms; to free from
captivity by payment or ransom.

Crowns:  a reward of victory or a mark of honor.
Satisfies:  to make reparation to; to make happy; to gratify to the full; to put an end to doubt or uncertainty.
Renewed:  to make like new; to restore to freshness, vigor, or perfection; to make new spiritually.
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
