Attitude
How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith will produce a good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge” (Proverbs 1:7).  Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).

Romans 16:16
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“I Could Just Stay Home … I Didn’t Get Anything Out Of Worship Today!”
This was the statement from a member of over forty years.  This statement was made to an elder at the foyer door after a worship service.  This was serious and demanded attention.  As the elders pursued the matter further, they found several things that contributed to this member’s frustration.

· Some of the men at the back were still discussing politics and football after the welcome and announcements of the sick were made and took their time getting seated.

· Half those seated were still talking with those next to them during announcements and didn’t stop till they were finished.

· Some continued to talk in the foyer till the second song began, then walked in greeting others as they came down the middle aisle to their own pew.

· The children sitting together, without an adult, were playing and making noise so that they had to be corrected by someone in the pew behind them.

· A steady stream of those leaving the auditorium, starting with the first hymn, but also during communion and prayer and especially during the invitation.  Not only children, but adults ~ some going three times during service.

· Parents talking out loud, telling children to hush and making an even bigger disruption.

· Cell phones ringing during prayer or the sermon, and teenagers sending text messages to their friends during worship.

· Allowing someone to lead prayer or serve at the Lord’s Table who has not been in the assembly for weeks.

· Members discussing where they were going for lunch loud enough for others to hear.

The elders determined that these things contributed to the older members’ frustration and were finally more than they could tolerate.

Brethren, do we go to the assembly of the saints to worship God or do we go to socialize with our friends?  Let us all come together to worship God in spirit and in truth (John 4:24).  “God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, and to be had in reverence of all them that are about Him” (Psalm 89:7).
Conclusion:  These things may not have occurred all at once, but they added up and were too much for the frustrated member.  We need to seriously ask ourselves if we are guilty of any of the things listed above.  If we are, surely we do not believe that God is pleased with our worship when we act this way!  Our irreverent behavior may have caused someone to become frustrated and stay away from worship!  Our inappropriate behavior may have influenced a visitor not to come back!  Every Christian (elder, deacon, preacher, teacher and member – young and old) needs to honestly examine yourselves.  If we are guilty of even one, or something similar to these inappropriate and irreverent actions, we should be concerned enough to make the necessary corrections. 
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
