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Hard Lessons from Life

The atrocity of the shooting in Las Vegas is heart rending.  The news first focused on “Who” then on “Why.”  The “Why?” is still being sought. 

If you saw the videos or the photos of the crowd, you saw some who were standing, pointing in the direction of the shooter.  A couple of men were standing, drinking what appeared to be a beer and waving gestures in the direction of the shooter.  Did that make any difference?  When the shooting began again they would hunker down.  Many simply bowed low as if to pray; no doubt many were. 

If you looked closely you also saw mothers and fathers protecting their children; you saw boyfriends or husbands shielding their mates from the bullets that were flying. You saw unselfish acts of heroism.   
Law enforcement officers also acted very heroically.  While others were running from the danger, law enforcement officers were running toward the danger.  It was the shooter, Stephen Paddock who acted the coward.  He hid in a hotel room, secretly waiting for “the right moment.”  From his position of relative safety (for a time), he indiscriminately fired upon helpless people who could not defend themselves.  Then, when the officers were coming into the room, he (apparently) took his own life rather than face his dastardly crime.  But he will not find such an escape when he stands before the judgment seat of Christ (barring some physical or mental defect over which he had no control).  (Charles J. Whitman, “the Texas Tower Sniper” in 1966 killed sixteen people including his mother and his wife, and wounded 31 more, was found to have a brain tumor that may have been a cause or contributing factor to his violent rampage.) 

Some hard lessons from a horrific tragedy:
Life is not always fair (Psalm 73:1-13). 

Life is a vapor (James 4:14).  We expect that life tomorrow will be much like today, with 
pains and heartaches, laughter and joy of heart.  But 58 people in Las Vegas did not see the 
sunrise Monday morning. 

“Keep your heart with all diligence, for out of it spring the issues of life” (Proverbs 4:23)  
Sin is progressive.  For Stephen Paddock it was deadly. 

Be where the Lord wants you to be.  Solomon taught his son concerning the “immoral 
woman,”  “Remove your way far from her, and do not go near the door of her house, 
lest you give your honor to others, and your years to the cruel one; lest aliens be filled 
with your wealth, and your labors go to the house of a foreigner; and you mourn at last, 
when your flesh and your body are consumed” (Proverbs 5:8-11). 

Always be prepared “to meet your God” (Amos 4:12; Hebrews 9:27)
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
