Attitude
How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith will produce a good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge” (Proverbs 1:7).  Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).
The churches of Christ greet you.

Romans 16:16
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I met a young man a few years ago who told me that he had no need for advanced academic training in the Scriptures.  His reasoning was that, “unlike most people, I paid attention as a child.”  I commended him for this, and suggested that he look closer into the life of someone named Saul of Tarsus.
Paul said, “I am a Jew, born in Tarsus in Cilicia, but brought up in this city, educated at the feet of Gamaliel according to the strict manner of the law of our fathers, being zealous for God as all of you are this day,” (Acts 22:3-4).  Paul added, “I am a Pharisee of the Pharisees” (Acts 23:6).  The Pharisees were experts in the Law of God.  Paul excelled above them all, “being zealous.”  It is commonly believed that Paul was multi-lingual.  This is confirmed n Scripture in that Paul spoke in the Hebrew tongue (Acts 21:40; 22:2) but apparently understood Greek as well (Acts 21:37-38).  It was apparent to those he came in contact with that Paul was an educated man.  Even Festus, the Jewish ruler, lashed out at him, charging that the apostle’s “much learning” (literally, “many letters”) was making him (Paul) “mad” (enraged, insane) (Acts 26:24).
Gamaliel is considered to be a teacher of considerable renown in ancient Judaism.  As mentioned earlier, Paul references the training he received from Gamaliel.  Acts 5:34 affirms of him, “a Pharisee in the council named Gamaliel, a teacher of the Law held in honor by all the people.”  Theologians have concluded the Gamaliel most likely knew the Law at a doctoral level.  Though we do not have textual evidence of Gamaliel’s early life, for him to arrive at such a respected position in Judaism would have necessitated advanced training and schooling along the way.

Likewise, the Jews perceived that a preacher of Jesus’ caliber would have been the product of formal training.  John 7:14 says, “Now about the middle of the feast, Jesus went up into the temple and taught.  And the Jews marveled, saying, ‘How does this Man know letters, having never studied’?”  The English word “letters” comes from the Greek term, grammata.  This word is employed to suggest the idea of one who is “literate,” i.e., one who possesses educational prowess.  The allusion was most likely to Jesus’ knowledge of the Old Testament.  The accompanying term, manthano, was often used of formal training at the feet of celebrated rabbis (Zondervan Illustrated Bible Background Commentary, Vol. 2, pp 74-75).

Advanced education is not a prerequisite for entrance into heaven.  But, it can be of inestimable value in our quest for eternal life.  Later in his life, Paul augmented what Lois and Eunice had already done with Timothy (II Timothy 1:5).

Therefore, “Paying attention when we are young,” is beneficial, and is a wonderful commendation for any young person.  But, there might just be more that we can learn.
