How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6). Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).

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Wisdom and A Soft Answer

In this fast talking world we are living in, wisdom is not always the first thing on a person’s mind.  But wisdom is something to be desired and sought after.  The wise man wrote, “Wisdom is the principal thing; Therefore get wisdom.  And in all your getting, get understanding” (Proverbs 4:7).  Wisdom, godly wisdom, is worthy of every effort and sacrifice to attain it.  Wisdom needs to be consumed, absorbed, digested and exercised in all, especially in God’s people. 

Wisdom has built-in riches.  “How much better to get wisdom than gold!  And to get understanding is to be chosen rather than silver” (Proverbs 16:16).  It also has its own reward. “Happy is the man who finds wisdom, And the man who gains under-standing” (Proverbs 3:13). 

James taught that the tongue is only a small member, but it can set on fire a great forest (James 3:5).  That is the danger of a tongue that is unhinged from wisdom and wags openly in the wind. 

A bridled tongue will unite neighbors and friends.  “He who is devoid of wisdom despises his neighbor, But a man of understanding holds his peace” (Proverbs 11:12). 

A harsh tongue will spread bitterness.  “The north wind brings forth rain, And a backbiting tongue an angry countenance” (Proverbs 25:23). 

Wisdom also dictates that truth be spoken with tenderness. “A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in settings of silver” (Proverbs 25:11).  “The tongue of the wise uses knowledge rightly, but the mouth of fools pours forth foolishness” (Proverbs 15:2). 

Restraining your tongue is a mark of wisdom. “Even a fool is counted wise when he holds his peace; When he shuts his lips, he is considered perceptive” (Proverbs 17:28). Contrary to the opinion of some, it is not always necessary to give your opinion on every topic. 

One of the valuable/beneficial truths that God’s wise man teaches is, “A soft answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger” (Proverbs 15:1).  This valuable adage, perhaps more than any other, if practiced in our homes, would bring about more peace and contentment in our lives than any other. 

“Wisdom is superior.  For wisdom is a defense as money is a defense, but the excellence of knowledge is that wisdom gives life to those who have it” (Ecclesiastes 7:12). 

A soft answer does indeed turn away wrath. Paul said it this way in Colossians 4:5-6. “Walk in wisdom toward those who are outside, redeeming the time. Let your speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt, that you may know how you ought to answer each one.” 
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
