Attitude
How can one develop a proper attitude toward God?  First, our attitude toward God must be based on our conviction that “He is,” and that “He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith will produce a good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge” (Proverbs 1:7).  Second, God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil.  He loves man and wants us to love and obey Him.  All of this should motivate us to want to be true to Him all the days of our life.  Our attitude toward God will then be such as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy are thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power:  for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created,” (Revelation 4:11).

Lessons From The Storm

In Mark 4:35-41, we read these words: That day when evening came, he said to his disciples, "Let us go over to the other side.”  Leaving the crowd behind, they took him along, just as he was, in the boat.  There were also other boats with him.  A furious squall came up, and the waves broke over the boat, so that it was nearly swamped.  Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion.  The disciples woke him and said to him, “Teacher, don't you care if we drown?”  He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, "Quiet!  Be still!”  Then the wind died down and it was completely calm.  He said to his disciples, "Why are you so afraid?  Do you still have no faith?”  They were terrified and asked each other, "Who is this?  Even the wind and the waves obey him!”
Storms are prone to appear on the horizon all throughout our lives.  Sometimes they take the form of a health issue, financial challenge, or threat to a close relationship.  Sometimes the storms are literal.  Regardless, there are some important lessons we can learn from the Mark 4 passage:
1.  Following Jesus doesn't prevent storms - If His closest followers went through storms, it only stands to reason that we will as well.  The difference for us is that when we face the storms, we have the assurance He is with us.  He may not always calm the storm around us, but He will always calm the storm within us when we turn to Him.
2.  Jesus is with us even if we don't see Him right away - While the disciples were in the midst of a full-blown panic attack, Jesus was peacefully sleeping in the stern of the boat.  Even though He did not appear right away, He was there the entire time.  He is always there for us and will never leave us or forsake us!
3.  Jesus will answer when we call - When the disciples called out to Him, Jesus answered. We can worry and stress, or we can pray and turn every situation over to God.  Is there any problem too small for Him to care about?  Is there any problem you would consider too big for God to handle?
In the same way Jesus navigated the storms then, He still helps us with the storms we face today.  Regardless of the storm, God is still in control, and we will place our trust in Him.
